Description and Flow of event

part of our orientation week. Tangrain is a small village near Haldipokhar which situated in 

East Singbhum, Jharkhand. It is approximately 34kms away from the city. We boarded the bus 

at around 10:00 am and reached the destination by 11:30 am.  

Our first stop was Utkramit Madhya Vidhyalay Tangrain. Arvind Tiwari Ji, Principal of the 

school welcomed us warmly and then we all got seated. He introduced us to the Pradhan of 

the village, the panchayat committee member, ward member, and a few more important people 

present there. He told us a lot about the school and its history, and also about how he and the 

villagers are giving a lot of efforts in order to develop the school and provide the children a 

quality education. I was amazed when I saw the walls of the classrooms. Those were designed 

like a train. Their innovation is really very appreciable. They have a computer lab, a mushroom 

cultivation centre and their students are also taking part in scouting activities.  

Later on, we went on trekking to the shelters where they are living. . The weather was too 

pleasant. It was raining slightly. Their shelters were on the mountain which is around two to 

three kilometres from the village. They are living in very remote conditions, which was really 

heart-breaking as well as motivating for us who have ample resources but we don’t utilize them 

to the fullest.  When we tried to talk to them, they got inside their house. It seemed like they

 were either nervous or afraid as they are not so socialized. As Tiwari Ji told us, most of them 

go in the forest early morning to cut the branches and return in the evening. Then they burn it 

and make coal for selling purpose. That’s their only source of income. 

Throughout the visit, out faculty and our sweet seniors took care of us and made sure that none 

of us are causing trouble. It was a really unique experience for students like us, who has only 

seen villages so closely in movies.
