Objective

The NSS units of ARKA JAIN University observed World Environment Day on 7"
June 2024 in the campus and two service villages.

About the Event:

The AJU-NSS observed World Environment Day, on 7" June, 2024, focused on a
comprehensive plantation drive alongside an informative talk addressing critical
environmental issues: land restoration, desertification, and drought resilience.

The plantation drive was to enhance local biodiversity, to improve air quality and reduce
carbon footprint, to promote community engagement in environmental conservation.
Over 100 saplings of native species were planted in Mohanpur and Musrikudar, the
adopted villages with the participation of local communities and NSS volunteers. The
Volunteers were provided information on the importance of tree planting and care tips to
ensure the survival and growth of the saplings.

A talk on ‘Land restoration, desertification and drought resilience’ was delivered by Dr.
Manoj Kumar Pathak, NSS Program Officer. Talking on Importance of Land
Restoration, he said that restoration of degraded lands is crucial for maintaining
biodiversity, ensuring food security, and combating climate change. He discussed
various techniques such as reforestation, afforestation, and sustainable agricultural
practices. He shared different Case Studies, highlighted successful land restoration
projects from different parts of the world, emphasizing the economic and ecological
benefits.

Talking on Desertification Dr. Pathak said that overgrazing, deforestation, improper
irrigation practices, and climate change are the causes of desertification and therefore
the consequences are loss of arable land, food insecurity, and displacement of
populations. He suggested mitigation strategies like, sustainable land management
practices, use of drought-resistant crops, and water conservation techniques.
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On Drought Resilience, Dr. Pathak differentiated between meteorological, agricultural,
and hydrological droughts. He discussed the socio-economic and environmental
impacts of drought, including water scarcity and reduced agricultural yields.

The event successfully highlighted the interconnectedness of land restoration,
desertification, and drought resilience. The plantation drive not only contributed to
environmental improvement but also served as a practical example of community
action. The talks provided valuable insights and practical solutions, emphasizing the
need for continued effort and collaboration in addressing these critical environmental
challenges. The positive response and active participation from the community
underscore the potential for collective action in fostering a sustainable future.
