OBJECTIVE:

To foster a sense of empathy by interacting with senior citizens, understanding their
needs, challenges, and life stories and offering companionship and to provide exposure
to healthcare settings and help students understand the functioning of various
departments within community and tertiary hospitals & tree plantation is to protect
and improve the environment by increasing green cover, purifying air, and maintaining
ecological balance.

DETAILS:

On the Day-4, 03-12-2025 of the Student Induction Program Aarambh-2025 Visit to
hospitals, old age home and nearest community along with tree plantation drive was
conducted by the School of Nursing, Arka Jain University. The B.Sc. Nursing 1st
Semester (2025-2029) students participated in an observational visit. The purpose of
the visit was to develop empathy toward senior citizens and encourage cleanliness as a
daily habit. The visit also aimed to help students understand the functioning of hospitals
and community healthcare systems. The first visit was to the Old Age Home -
Missionaries of Charity, Baradwari. The students interacted with the senior citizens and
listened to their life experiences. They distributed snacks and spent quality time with
them. The interaction created a warm and homely atmosphere for both the residents
and the students. Next, the students visited Tinplate Hospital. They observed different
departments and understood the workflow of patient care. They learned about the
coordinated roles of various healthcare professionals. After this, they visited MGM
Hospital and CHC, Gamharia. They observed outpatient, emergency, maternal and child
health, and other specialty services. The visit helped them understand how healthcare is
delivered at both community and tertiary levels. A Tree Plantation and Cleanliness
Drive in association with Unnat Bharat Abhiyan at Mohanpur Village on 02 December
2025 from 10:00 AM onwards as a part of the Student Induction Program for B.Sc.
Nursing fresher students, with the aim of sensitizing students toward social
responsibility and environmental sustainability. The main objective of the programme
was to create awareness about the importance of environmental conservation, promote
a clean and healthy community environment, and encourage active participation of
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students in community service from the beginning of their academic journey. During the
event, nursing faculty and fresher students enthusiastically participated by planting
saplings in public areas, cleaning village surroundings, and educating residents about
waste management, hygiene practices, and the long-term benefits of protecting nature.
We are grateful to Prof. Mrs. Ginu Anie Joseph, Principal, and Prof. Shilpa ] vice
Principal, for their support, guidance, and motivation in organizing this observational
visit. The visit concluded successfully and provided valuable learning outcomes for the
students.

TAKEAWAY (OUTCOMES):

Students gained the knowledge regarding work flow of the institution. Observed the
functioning of various hospital departments in real time. They learned about workflow
patterns within different healthcare institutions, including community health centres
and tertiary hospitals. The outcome of tree plantation was the enhancement of
environmental awareness and increased green cover in the surrounding area. The
activity contributed to a cleaner and healthier environment by improving air quality
and promoting ecological balance. It also encouraged a sense of social responsibility and
environmental stewardship among participants, motivating them to actively participate
in conservation and sustainability efforts.
