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 A SESSION ON CURBING THE MENACE OF RAGGING FOR NEW STUDENTS 

 

 

OBJECTIVE:

the mechanisms in place to address and prevent ragging within the university. 

DETAILS:

2025 Student Induction Programme for the newly admitted B.Sc. Nursing students of the 

2025–2029 batch. The programme was conducted on 02 December 2025 from 11:40 am 

to 12:10 pm at the JEH Auditorium, Block Aryabhatta. The session was delivered by Ms. 

Manisha Kumari, Nursing Tutor, School of Nursing, who provided an informative and 

interactive presentation on the seriousness of ragging. Attendance for the session was 

made compulsory to ensure that every student received proper awareness and guidance 

on the subject. The speaker explained in detail the emotional and psychological harm 

caused by ragging, such as stress, anxiety, trauma, and loss of self-confidence. The legal 

implications were also highlighted, emphasizing the university’s zero-tolerance policy 

and the strict disciplinary and criminal actions that may be taken against those involved 

in ragging. The School of Nursing expressed sincere gratitude to the Principal and Vice-

Principal for their continuous support, encouragement, and guidance in organizing this 

important awareness programme, which significantly contributed to promoting a secure 

and ragging-free campus environment.
